We hope you discover the vitality of St. Paul's original Seven Corners
neighborhood which, through the years, has attracted such rogues and
rascals as the Legendary Pigseye Parrant, Dillinger and the boys, the
Winter Camnival's red-caped rowdies, up to the elusive Patrick

McGovern himself.

So, sit down and treat yourself to any of our hearty comestibles and
tempting libations. Whether here for a sporting event, a downtown
happening, the "wearing o' the green" or just wandering by, relax and
enjoy the character and characters which make this one of the best
kept secrets in our Saintly City.
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
